PROJECT:

This project provides for the construcfion of a 1.3m wide 
concrete footpath on the western side of Ferry Street from 
exisfing pathway connecfions between Thomas Street and 
Alice Street.

This project was idenfified for complefion as part of Council’s 
Acfive Travel Strategy and will complete a missing footpath 
link in this locafion.

PROJECT ESTIMATE:

$50,000  

PROJECT SCOPE OF WORKS:

 Excavafion and earthworks;

 Concrete footpath construcfion;  

 Removal and replacement of secfions of the two 

driveways that provide access to property located at 

88-94 Ferry Street  (reinstatement works to be 

completed in plain concrete only);

 Reconstruct kerb ramp that provides access to Thomas 

Street;

 Raising and re-installafion of exisfing double post 

direcfional sign;

 Topdressing and turfing of disturbed areas.

A copy of the traffic management plan that will be put in 
place for the durafion of the construcfion period is aftached.  
To enable the works to be completed in a safe working 
environment, it is proposed that the works will be 
undertaken as nightworks during the period 8.00 p.m. to 
5.00 a.m.
